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Nothing I can do will 
justify what God does for 
me.  By His grace He allows 
our relationship to exist. 

As God has forgiven my 
sins, I too must forgive 
others of their sins 
against me. 

I don’t have to live with 
guilt or shame because of 
my sin; God’s grace gives 
me freedom from both. 

A life in Christ is a life of 
love , joy , peace, patience, 
k i n d n e s s ,  g o o d n e s s , 
faithfulness, gentleness, and 
self-control. 

God loves to hear me pray 
for the needs of others.  This 
shows Him I’m not self-
centered, and trust my own 
needs to Him. 

When I become more like 
Christ I can better relate 
and deal with those who 
are different than me. 

God’s Word, if I seek 
i t ,  w i l l  p r o v i d e 
understanding in how 
to live my life and who 
God is and what He 
wants me to do with 
my life. 

I have to trust the Lord 
will always meet my 
needs, but on His time 
and not mine.  I also 
need to realize that He 
knows my needs better 
than I do. 

I n t h i s dark wo r ld 
trus ting in God can 
sometimes be difficult, 
but doing so will lead to 
seeing beauty I won’t see 
without trusting Him.  It 
also leads to a feeling of 
contentment and no more 
fear. 

To g e t c lo s e to Go d 
requires letting go of my 
fears.  Persevering trials are 
necessary to knowing God 
better.  I can’t get close to 
God with unconfessed sin 
in my heart.
